BOOK REVIEW: BROMELIADS—NEXT GENERATION

This book was self-published by Shane Zaghini in 2000. 

The book has 56 pages, and is primarily comprised of colour photographs of over 400 bromeliad species and hybrids. Mr Zaghini took the photographs in Australian and overseas’ collections.

There are photographs of over 220 neoregelias (mostly new hybrids, including many Australian ones), 100 guzmanias (including many unnamed hybrids), 40 cryptanthus (mainly hybrids), and about 40 species/hybrids of other genera.

The book is a very good introduction to the wide range of neoregelia and guzmania hybrids. Quite a few of these are available in Australia.

 The cryptanthus photographs are particularly useful, as these plants are rarely featured in publications.

Unfortunately, some of the plants’ names are incorrect. However, this deficiency can usually be easily remedied if you check with one of the Society’s experienced growers before you attempt to find a plant featured in the book.

The book is well worth considering purchasing for the large number of colour photographs in it.
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
