BOOK REVIEW: THE BROMELIACEAE OF BRAZIL
The Bromeliaceae of Brazil was written by Lyman B. Smith.  It was published in 1955 by the Smithsonian Institution in Washington DC.

This book covers all of the Brazilian species known at that date.  However, due to space constraints, descriptions of each species are not provided.  Instead, one has to rely on botanical keys.

This book is out of print.  In any event, Flora Neotropica, Monograph No. 14 is a far more comprehensive publication for those interested in bromeliad taxonomy.  (This latter publication is still available).

Nevertheless, The Bromeliaceae of Brazil is interesting, from a historical perspective, as it consolidates, albeit in a summarised form, the taxonomic knowledge of Brazilian bromeliads, at that time.

This book is definitely only for those with a strong interest in bromeliad taxonomy.
